RE: Disputing the Validity of the Unsecured Wedding Loan and Travel Loan from AMS Financing Firm

Dear Sir/Madam:

I have sent you this letter in relation to the phone conversation we had regarding my existing credit accounts with AMS financing Firm. One of your personnel informed me over a phone conversation last April 5, 2010 that AMS Financing Firm has authorized your company to collect the unsettled debts that I still owe their agency. 
However, I would like to dispute the claims made by AMS Financing Firm regarding the credit accounts I need to pay them through your collection agency. I have listed the inaccurate information that the lending firm may have supplied to you:

Item 1: The Unsecured Wedding Loan taken on May 2001 is no longer collectible.
The Federal Laws in our state explicitly enforces that all expired credit accounts can no longer be collected in any way. The law prohibits collection agencies to attempt to recover loans that were declared as expired under the Statute of Limitations currently imposed in the State of <insert the name of your state>. And since my unsecured wedding loan is almost nine-years old, your company cannot in any way collect the money I owe AMS Financing Firm on this account.

Should you try to collect money for the unsecured loan in behalf of the financing firm, I will have no choice but to file formal complaints to the office of the State Attorney General to protect my rights as a consumer. So kindly contact your client and explain that the debt they want you to collect is no longer valid and is already declared uncollectible.
Item 2: The Travel Loan taken on April 2009 is already closed.

The travel loan I secured from AMS Financing Firm is already closed by the virtue of the Debt Settlement Agreement that my creditor and I signed on December 2009. I offered the financing firm a settlement fund to retire my existing loan which the proprietor readily accepted. I have enclosed a copy of the signed agreement that we have made as well as a copy of the payment receipt I have provided to AMS Financing Firm. You can use these documents as your reference in disputing the validity of the credit account that AMS Financing Firm asked you to collect. 
I hope that I have made my case clear regarding these uncollectible credit accounts. Also, I hope that we have reached an understanding that you will no longer attempt to collect any amount from me to pay for these invalid debts.
