RE: Verification of the Corrected Items on my Credit Report

Dear Sir/Madam:
I have provided you a dispute letter, dated March 5, 2010, to prompt your agency to make the necessary corrections on my credit report. I have received my free credit file from your organization on April 7, 2010. However, I noticed that no corrections were actually done on my report. The disputed items that I called your attention to were just retained on my credit records.

I am sending you this follow-up letter to request your agency to provide me thorough details of the investigation and verification activities you have conducted. I would like to be supplied with the list of creditors you have contacted, as well as their respective contact information. This way, I can perform my own probe regarding the items I wanted you to adjust on my credit report.

I really find it disappointing not to see the important corrections on my credit file. I was supposed to use my updated credit report in applying for an unsecured credit card. However, the credit score specified on my report will surely prevent me from getting a quick approval of my application. This is because the erroneous details on it pulled my credit rating down.

Again I am listing the items I would like your agency to remove and update as soon as possible:

Item 1: Chapter 7 Bankruptcy dated October 1999 should already be dropped from my credit records.

The judgment released by the bankruptcy court should be removed from my credit report immediately. This information should have been deleted from my credit records as early as 2006. However this bad credit mark is still reflected on the credit report you have supplied to me. And I believe that this reduced my credit rating. So, I would like you to permanently remove Chapter 7 Bankruptcy from my credit profile.
Item 2: Credit Card Accounts with account numbers 456789, 876543, 234567, should have been closed under my Chapter 7 bankruptcy.

The credit card debts associated with the account numbers above are still present on my credit report. These credit accounts should have been declared closed by virtue of my Chapter 7 Bankruptcy. I have enclosed to this letter the bankruptcy discharge papers released by the court, which cover these credit card debts. Kindly use these documents for your reference. Should you find my claim valid, please close these accounts immediately.

Kindly supply me the requested details of your investigation, as well as the corrected credit file not later than 15 days after you receive this letter. Should you fail to do so, I will be left with no choice but to press legal charges against your credit firm.
